(  )  Awards – Work with the school office and Middle School faculty to coordinate and order the Honor Roll Awards to be passed out at the end of the year school Mass.  This position is covered for the 2008/2009 school year.  

(  )  Directory – Work with the school office to compile the information for our school directory.  Assist with preparation and distribution of the directory, as needed.  This position is covered for the 2008/2009 school year.
(  )  Educational Enrichment – Work with the School Administration to organize and implement educational and spiritual programs to further enhance our children’s education.  

(  )  Field Day – This committee works with Ms. Spindler to gather and organize volunteers for Field Day.  Help is also needed to set-up for the day’s events.  

(  )  Hospitality – This committee provides refreshments and light luncheons for various events throughout the school year, such as Back-To-School events, Open House, Teacher Appreciation Day and more.  You do not need to cook or bake (unless you want to)!  A Chairperson is needed to coordinate events with Mr. Reece and a committee of volunteers is needed to help set-up, prepare and clean-up the various events.

(  )  Parent Representative Coordinator – One person (or a team) is needed to recruit parent classroom representatives and meet with them at the beginning of the school year to review responsibilities for the year.  Involves sending out a flyer for volunteers when school starts and planning and conducting the meeting.  This position is covered for the 2008/2009 school year.
The following Fundraising Events also need your help!  Your commitment to these events will be forwarded to the event chairperson(s) and they will contact you directly.

(  )  Kroger Gift Cards – New this year!  By participating in this program from Kroger, our school will receive a percentage of sales spent on these cards at Kroger.  A Chairperson(s) is needed to inform the school and parish families about the program, get the cards from Kroger when needed and coordinate with the school office on sales and receipts.

( ) Sally Foster/Entertainment Books – Currently underway, our chair will need help with sorting and preparing the orders for distribution to the students on delivery day.
( )  Box Tops for Education – While we have always collected Box Tops for Education, we are looking for someone to handle publicity (in the school and the parish), collect the Box Tops from the office and send them in throughout the school year when necessary.
( )  Mom 2 Mom Sale – Another new event.  We are looking for someone to coordinate with the other schools/churches in the area and plan a Mom 2 Mom Sale in the spring.  We will also need a committee of individuals to help with publicity, set-up, clean-up and more.
(  )  Harvest Night – The first event of the school year, this event is held on a Friday night in the fall.  Includes food, games, and fun!  Volunteers are needed in many areas – set-up, clean-up, decorations, raffle prizes, etc.  Chairpersons are in place for this event, but they need a large committee of volunteers to help!

(  )  Santa Shop – Held in early December, this event allows the children to do their own Christmas shopping!  In the past we have done our own shopping or we have used a company to come in and set up.  We are looking for an event Chairperson(s) and a committee – so the choice will be yours!

(  )  Christmas Bazaar – Held during the Christmas shopping season, this event is shopping for the adults.  Vendors from various “home show” companies are available for your gift-giving needs with a percentage of sales going back to the school.  We have a Chairperson for this event and she needs a committee to help make this event a success again this year.

(  )  Catch A Lucky Star – Our annual raffle event! Chairpersons are in place for this event, but they are looking for help with mailings, publicity and set-up/clean-up for the drawing itself.
